Repeating History

The New Communist Party of the United States (wrongly referred to as
the "Democrat" Party,) has relentlessly pursued Donald Trump for nearly
six years.

It is arguable that Senator Joseph McCarthy experienced a similar fate
after exposing a vast network of Soviet spies in the Roosevelt and
Truman Administrations. Likewise, an argument could be made that the
predecessor of the New Communist Party of the United States (NCPUSA)
was compelled to destroy Richard Nixon because Nixon won 49 states in
the 1972 Presidential Election, after forging a political alliance that
portended the end of the "Democrat" Party.

The NCPUSA is no exception to the rule. They fear the truths that Trump
