I'm not certain what Cat Stevens had in mind with those lyrics, but I 
suspect he was acknowledging a phenomenon most men have observed:  
that about half the female popula>on in the West think like children, and 
con>nue to do so for most of their lives.  This leads to a worldview 
consis>ng of fantasy and delusion, where the following dogmas are 
considered not only credible, but undeniable as well: 

 

Men can become pregnant; 
Socialism brings fairness, equality, and prosperity; 
Gender is a false construct; 
Trump is Hitler, and MAGA is fascist; 
Men are poisoned by testosterone; 
Capital punishment is murder, but abor>on is healthcare; 
ICE Agents enforcing immigra>on laws are the Gestapo; 
Diversity is our strength. 
 
Most men respect women who think like men, and will listen to their 
ideas.
